The Korea International Cooperation Agency (KOICA) and the United Nations Research Institute for Social
Development (UNRISD) will be holding the 5™ Seoul ODA International Conference on October 13, 2011. The
theme of the conference is “Making International Development Cooperation Effective: Lessons from the Korean
Development Experience.”

Moreover, the recent global financial crisis, the food crisis and
climate change are challenging the prevailing paradigm of development cooperation. Therefore, now is the
time for us to recognize the growing demand for a new paradigm for development cooperation beyond the
existing aid effectiveness framework.

At this important point in time, comprehensive research on the economic, social and political development of
Korea, a recipient-turned-donor country, will provide timely empirical evidence for the need for new ideas in
development cooperation. This research aims to provide lessons that can promote “development cooperation
effectiveness” by analyzing the relationship between effectiveness of development aid and government
policies in Korea.

This event will be attended by not only distinguished scholars in the field of Korean development studies, but
also prominent experts of international development cooperation from governments and CSOs. It will be an
invaluable occasion to discuss policy lessons that the Korean development experience can provide for the eco-
nomic, social and political development of developing countries. We would like to extend a warm invitation to
you to join and share your valued ideas with us to contribute to the success of the upcoming HLF-4.
